Curriculum Structure for Undergraduate Program for 2024-25;

Three Curriculum Frame Works

(1) Three alternative UG Curriculum Frameworks are proposed and agreed upon,
they are as follows:

a. 3 majors with a general degree in all 6 semesters, or

b. 3 majors up to 4th semester, and specialization in 1 subject in 5th and 6th
semester or,

¢. Single subject specialization from the Ist semester with Minors, (there are
number of degrees/courses which are already single-subject specializations
that include Commerce, Management, Arts & Aesthetics, Law, Computer
Applications, Sanskrit, Fine Arts & Performing Arts therefore, the single-
subject specialization has been made for all other subjects)

(2) Three Compulsory Courses

In addition to Majors and Specialization courses, it is suggested 3 compulsory
courses:

First, a Course with Practical (Skill) Orientation. A course with a practical
orientation but linked with a theoretical major course will improve employability as
it will impart practical experience and skill.

The second compulsory course suggested is language, Kannada/other Indian
languages, and English as per the policy of the Government. This course will have
to be devised in a manner such that it not only gives the knowledge of the language
per say, but also, the communication skills including translation from Kannada to
English vice versa, and also subject-based knowledge which is contained in the
Kannada literature, or what is called Kannada language knowledge system.

The third compulsory subject is Value or Moral education. The value/moral
education course will include teaching which may involve the following:

a. Constitutional moral values/principles of equality, liberty, fraternity, national
unity, and non-discrimination and similar values

b. Practical experience through tutorial assignment and based on a small survey
be conducted with the purpose to develop a student as a good citizen not only



with awareness about the goals of equality, liberty, fraternity, and national
unity but also the present situation which is contradictory to the constitutional
principles and the challenges before a citizen.

(3) One Elective

In addition to compulsory major course, specialization courses and 3 compulsory
courses, one elective is also suggested. The elective will be selected by the student
with his/her choice subject to the availability of courses in the university/colleges.
This elective may be discipline-based or distinctly related to discipline-based
majors. Thus, the elective course should be supportive of the major Discipline-based
Core courses.

(4) Further Suggestions with Regard to the Courses
It is suggested that the following considerations should be taken into account while
framing the syllabus:

1. As far as possible, it is suggested that in all courses, a tutorial or assignment
with a project component based on the survey which will give or involve
practical experience may be included. It is also suggested that as far as
possible, societal needs must be reflected in the design of the syllabus.

2. Interaction with industry — As a part of the course, Internships that involve
interaction with the industry should be made a part of the course.

3. BoS should interact with industries and evolve industry related component in
the curriculum wherever applicable.

4. It is suggested that an elementary level research methodology course with a
tutorial based on the survey/laboratory be introduced for the single-subject
specialization and deep specialization in the 5™ and the 6" semesters.

(5) Assessment/Evaluation Policy

The Examination pattern must be 80:20, 80 for the Semester End Exam, and 20 for
internal assessment. A creditable mechanism of moderation is adopted to bring more
transparency and checks and balances to avoid biases.

(6) Freedom of the Board of Studies within the Suggested Curriculum
Framework

The suggested framework gives direction as well as freedom to the Board of Studies
(BoS) to design the syllabus.

It is suggested that each BoS may develop a syllabus based on the curricular
framework suggested in the three cases. Within a university, each department may
innovatively use the framework and different departments may come out with
unique combinations of major, elective (optional), and compulsory courses. This
allows diversity based on regional specification in the curricula as well as growth
depending upon the decisions of each BoS.

Case 1: 3 majors with a general degree — number of course and credit course
wise in all semesters
A pathway shown in case is one in which a learner can acquire specialization in all
three majors in all 6 semesters. For example, a learner can take three majors —
Physics, Chemistry, and Mathematics in first semester will continue till the 6™
semester. A learner can acquire equal specialized knowledge in all three majors.

a. Incase 1, presented in the above table, the total credit is 128. All three majors
have 90 credits. This comes to 70% specialized knowledge. Credit for each of



the three major courses includes theory and tutorial/assignment/survey-based
assignment/internship. If BoS thinks to enhance the credits for any course in
practical/ tutorial/fieldwork it may do so. It may be suggested that, the upper
limit of 150 of total credit should be adhere to.

In the above-suggested framework, there are three compulsory courses of total
10 credits.

"The language and literature courses shall be given 24 credits altogether in all
UG programs. There shall be two languages for study in semesters 1, 2, 3 and
4 with each language carrying three credits in each semester. The concerned
BoS shall frame the syllabus within this credit framework.

It is suggested that in the compulsory/skill enhancement course, the theme of
the course and Course should be such that, it provide practical experience
which is complimentary to theory major paper, the purpose is to give theory
as well as practical skill to enhance employability. Thus, this course in a way
acquires a feature of intra disciplinary and interdisciplinary.

Apprenticeship Embedded Degree Programme (AEDP) should also be
considered to be part of the curriculum.

Case 2: Deep Specialization in the 5" and 6" semester

A pathway shown in this case is one in which a learner can acquire specialization in
a major out of three majors in the 5™ and the 6" semesters. For example, a learner
can take three majors — Physics, Chemistry, and Mathematics in the first four
semesters. In the 5™ and 6" semester, a learner can acquire specialization in any of
the majors completed in the first four semesters.

a. In case 2, presented in the above table, the total credit is 128. All three majors
have 60 credits in the first 4 semester and additional 30 credits for deep
specialized major in 5™ and 6" semester. This comes to 70% to specialized
knowledge. Credit for each of the three major courses includes theory and
tutorial/assignment/survey-based assignment.

b. In addition, given the deep specialization, it will have elementary research
methodology course with theory and survey project in 6" semester. If BoS
thinks to enhance the credits for any course in practical/ tutorial/fieldwork it
may do so. It may be suggested that the upper limit of 150 of total credit should
be adhere to.

c. In the above-suggested framework, there are three compulsory courses of a
total of 10 credits.

d. "The tanguage and literature courses shall be given 24 credits altogether in all

UG programs. There shall be two languages for study in semesters 1, 2, 3 and
4 with each language carrying three credits in each semester. The concerned
BoS shall frame the syllabus within this credit framework.

. Out of 90 credits (70%) 50 credit worth of specialization is earned in, say,

major 1 and 40 credits in major 2 and 3. The advantage of this pathway is that
greater specialization may be acquired in one out of the three majors.
It is suggested that in the compulsory/skill enhancement course, the theme of
the course and Course should be such that, it provide practical experience
which is complimentary to theory major paper, the purpose is to give theory
as well as practical skill to enhance employability. Thus this course in a way
acquires a feature of intradisciplinary and interdisciplinary.

It may be suggested that the upper limit of 150
of total credit should be adhere to.

. In the above-suggested framework, there are three compulsory courses of a

total of 10 credits.

f. It is suggested that in the compulsory/skill enhancement course, the theme of
the course and Course should be such that, it provide practical experience
which is complimentary to theory paper of single specialization, the purpose
Is to give theory as well as practical skill to enhance employability.

g. Currently there are undergraduate degrees which are offered in subject
specific courses such as Commerce, Management, Arts & Aesthetics, Law,
Computer Applications, Sanskrit, Fine Arts & Performing Arts in of these
degrees there are some unique aspects. Therefore, we suggest that within the
broad framework mentioned above they could make necessary changes to suit
their uniqueness of the subject and requirement.

Itis further desirable that the CFW suggested above needs to be carefully understood
and disseminated to the BOS so that BOS has a clearer understanding of introducing
three-year curricula in the different departments of the universities.
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
