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ABOUT THE KARNATAKA STATE TRIBAL RESEARCH INSTITUTE

The Karnataka State Tribal Research Institute (KSTRI), located in Mysore, is a
key institution sponsored by the Ministry of Tribal Affairs, Government of India,
and operates under the Tribal Welfare Department of the Government of
Karnataka. The Institute began functioning independently in July 2011 and has
since been a pivotal body in advancing the socio-economic development of
Scheduled Tribes in the state.

KSTRI undertakes a wide range of activities aimed at the overall welfare and
empowerment of tribal communities. These include conducting research on
various aspects of tribal life, culture, and development, offering training
programs for capacity building, and carrying out evaluation studies to assess
the impact of tribal welfare schemes. The Institute also organizes seminars and
workshops to facilitate dialogue and knowledge-sharing on tribal issues.

In addition, KSTRI plays a significant role in the publication of books,
handbooks, and articles that document the rich cultural heritage and challenges
faced by tribal communities. It also produces documentary films that highlight
the lifestyle, traditions, and challenges of tribal populations. To further
preserve and promote tribal heritage, the Institute is in the process of
establishing a Tribal Museum and a Library that will serve as a resource center
for scholars and tribal community members alike.

Through these initiatives, the Karnataka State Tribal Research Institute seeks to
contribute to the socio-cultural preservation, educational empowerment, and
economic upliftment of the tribal communities of Karnataka.

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ABOUT THE SEMINAR
Tribal women play a crucial role in sustaining

household economies, preserving indigenous

knowledge systems and maintaining cultural
traditions within tribal societies. Their participation in
agriculture, forest-based livelihoods, handicrafts,
wage labour and informal economic activities
significantly contributes to community development.
However, their economic contributions often remain
under-recognized and under-documented.

This two-day national seminar seeks to explore the
multifaceted role of tribal women in economic
activities and development while situating these
contributions within their unique cultural contexts. The
seminar provides a platform for academicians,
researchers, policymakers and development
practitioners to engage in meaningful dialogue on
empowerment, sustainébility and inclusive
development of tribal women.

the seminar. Participants are requested to submit
abstracts not exceeding 300 words and full papers
with a maximum length of 6,000 words. All submissions
should be in MS Word format and sent via email to:
kalavathi.kstri@gmail.com. The last date for abstract
submission is 7th February 2026 and notfification of
acceptance will be communicated by 9th February
2026. The final date for submitting full papers is 15th
February 2026. The format for the full paper is as
follows: the title should be center-aligned at the top of
the page in font size 14; the name and address of the
author(s) should be placed immediately below the title.
The font type should be Times New Roman for papers
written in English and Nudi-01 e for those in Kannada.
The main body of the text should be in font size 12 with
1.5 line spacing.

TARGET PARTICIPANTS

The seminar is open to a wide range of participants
including academicians, researchers, policymakers,
administrators, NGO representatives, tribal leaders,
educators, and Ph.D. scholars, as well as students with
an interest in tribal studies. The event aims to foster
interdisciplinary dialogue and collaboration among
these diverse stakeholders to collectively address the
challenges and opportunities in women empowerment.

TRAVEL AND HOSPITALITY

The organizers will provide travel reimbursement (up
to the maximum of Ill AC train fare) to one paper
presenter per accepted paper in cases of multiple
authors. Accommodation and hospitality will be
arranged as per Government/Institute norms.
Wherever possible, paper presenters and delegates
are kindly requested to seek travel support from their
parent institutions, especially those with access to
institutional funding.
